Questions
· What good things have happened to you so far today? Were you thankful to God for any of them?
· Do you think that ‘luck’ or ‘chance’ play an important part in determining events in your life? If you they feel that they do, does it increase or decrease your anxiety about the future?

· If you have in the past attributed the outcome of events to ‘luck’ or ‘chance’.  Start to think about those events under the control of your loving and heavenly Father, how does that make you feel differently about them and about the future?

· Are there things that have become a ‘superstitious’ ritual (like not walking under a ladder or carrying ‘something for luck’)? How do these actions increase or decrease your faith in God and your obedience to Him?
· This story coupled with the birth of Jesus provides not only evidence that God has a plan but that He also cares for His people. How has your trust in God changed the way you think about the future?
