Does God sometimes change His mind?
Questions
One of the attributes of God is His unchangeableness which can be defined as – God is unchanging in His being, perfections, purposes and promises. Yet God does act and feel emotions and He acts and feels differently in response to different situations. This is also known as God’s immutability.

· What evidence from Scripture is there to support that view? (You may consider Ps 102:25-27 quoted in Heb 1:11-12 together with Heb 13:8 which  applies this)
· What impact does a reflection of that Scripture have on your understanding of God?

· If we take that a step further what are the implications for us and in our relationship to God?

· Read Isaiah 46:9-11 how do you reflect on those verses in light of God’s purpose for humanity?
