Questions
· Living as the people of God can be hard when the pressures of the ‘world’ crowd in. How has your faith been in the last year? What has made a difference to you?
· Just before our reading starts Paul describes the Philippian church as being his crown and joy (v 1). Who do you consider to be your ‘crown and joy?’ How does this affect your relationship with them?

· Paul is concerned about the relationship of the two women mentioned in verse 2. Why would Paul be concerned about them?

· What should your reaction be to disagreements within our own church fellowship?

· How can the promises of verses 4-7 help you to be joyful, peaceful and free from anxiety?
· How can the thought processes listed in verse 8 help us?

· In verse 9 Paul reassures his readers that God’s peace will be with them (cf.verse7) if we practice what we have learnt. What have you learned in this passage that you need to put into practice?
